Fees are
calculated with Bank Holidays and nursery holidays already removed,
so unless any extra hours are to be added, nursery fees will be the
same amount each month.

Nursery’), cash or standing order (please ask for bank details). The
nursery also accepts childcare vouchers, please ask for details.

Discounts are available for siblings attending 2 or more full days.

All places reserved must be paid for when your child is absent
through sickness, holidays or for any other reason. Swapping of days
can only be done by prior arrangement through the managers and
only if ratios allow it.

Please allow sufficient time for collection, charges will be made for
any late pick-ups.

NOTES FOR PARENTS

Wilmslow Day Nursery is open for 51 weeks in the year closing also for Bank Holidays.

At the end of the relevant session children will only be released to their parents or
relevant carer. If alternative arrangements have to be made, such arrangements MUST
be notified in advance, if possible, to the management.

All places reserved must be paid for when the child is absent through sickness, holidays
or for any other reason. Fees are payable in advance and must be paid on or before the
first day of attendance each month to which they relate to avoid charges. Fees will not
be charged when the nursery is closed.

One months notice in writing by either party is required to terminate or change the
child’s place at the nursery.

Sickness — any child suffering from a doubtful rash, discharge from the eyes or sickness
and diarrhoea should be kept at home until a doctor has given the all clear or until well
enough to attend nursery. Should a child become ill in the nursery every effort will be
made to contact the parents/emergency contacts. The nursery staff reserves the right
to take a child to hospital in an emergency. Medicines will not be administered unless
prescribed by a doctor, and with written permission from a parent/ guardian.

When the weather permits, children will be taken outside, it is therefore important that
they are provided with suitable clothing:-

Winter — Hat, scarf and mittens/gloves. Wellingtons if wished.
Summer —Sun hat and sun cream

All children should have a bag with a change of clothes clearly labelled with the child’s
name, in case of any accidents.

. Admittance to the nursery is through the front gate and using the intercom at the
side of the door to announce you are present Always ensure that you close the gate
on entering and leaving the nursery.

. Parking is at the front of the building. Please exercise great care when using the

car park. PARKING IS NOT PERMITTED AT THE REAR OF THE BUILDING. Wilmslow Day
Nursery does not except responsibility for injury, damage or loss to person’s vehicles or
property.
